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Douglas Gerwin, PhD – “Sword and Rose” From puberty 
onward, two potent capacities––sexuality and intellectuality 
–– unfold in tandem, since both arise from the same creative 
font: we conceive in thinking as well as in pregnancy. What 
happens when these two powers set siege to one another? 
And how can they become partners, rather than opponents,  
in life’s glorious adventures beginning with adolescence?

Douglas Gerwin – Douglas is director of the Center for 
Anthroposophy, including chair of its High School Teacher 
Education Program, and co-director of the Research Institute 
for Waldorf Education. Himself a Waldorf graduate, Dr. Gerwin 
has taught for thirty years at university and high school levels 
in subjects ranging from biology and history to German and 
music. At present he is preparing a Waldorf source book on 
sexuality for teachers in grades 4-12.

Arthur M. Pittis – Language Arts as a Mirror of Expressive 
Consciousness This lecture will examine how the language 
arts curriculum, particularly the transformation in the writing 
curriculum from narrative to analysis, strengthens and guides 
the student’s maturing consciousness over the period of fifth 
through tenth grades. Particular attention will be given to how 
teachers can read the adolescent’s maturing levels of expres-
sive awareness and respond accordingly through work with 
the written word.

Arthur M. Pittis – Arthur teaches humanities and theater at 
the Austin Waldorf School. He has been a Waldorf teacher 
since 1981, first as a class teacher for nineteen years and 
now as a high school teacher. He holds a BA in English, and 
a Master of Drama Studies and a Waldorf certificate from the 
Waldorf Institute. He currently serves on the AWSNA leader-
ship council as the rep for the Tex-Mex-Can-So-Rock region.  
He is the author of “Pedagogical Theatre” and the “Waldorf 
Reader Series,” both AWSNA publications.

Betty Staley – Walking through a Minefield: Understanding 
the Needs of 6th, 7th, and 8th Graders The developmental 
stage between 6th and 8th grades is a minefield of opportuni-
ties, challenges, and dangers. Understanding the needs of 
this age group is essential in preparing a healthy sense of self 
that will carry youngsters into adolescence. This is particularly 
important as this age group has become a target for consum-
erism, media blitz, and precocious self-awareness.

Betty Staley – Courage for the Truth: Asking Hard Ques-
tions about Curriculum, Structure, and Relationships 
in the 21st Century Waldorf School What works? What 
doesn’t? How have children changed? How has society 
changed? How can we discuss these questions in an  
atmosphere of colleagueship and trust?

Betty Staley – Betty is the director of the Waldorf High School 
Teacher Education Program at Rudolf Steiner College. She has 
been a Waldorf class teacher and then high school teacher for 
forty years. She works with teachers and parents on issues of 
pre-adolescence and adolescence. She consults with Waldorf 
schools in planning high schools and is involved in curriculum 
design. She is an author of seven books including Between 
Form and Freedom: A Practical Guide to the Teenage Years and 
Adolescence: The Sacred Passage Inspired by the Legend of 
Parzival. She lectures and gives workshops internationally.

Michele Starr – Love, Authority, and Expertise: The 
Challenge of the Class Teacher in the Upper Grades In the 
Northeast region alone, 67% of member schools hired new 
7th grade teachers in 2009. Although hard statistical data on 
upper-grade attrition has not been collected, it is clear that 
upper grade education in our schools is in crisis. When a child 
goes through a crisis, we view it as a necessary prerequisite 
for the next step forward in growth. When a school goes 
through a crisis, it can serve in a similar way. When it happens 
to a whole school movement, you realize an awakening is  
being called for.

Michele Starr – Michele is currently a support teacher for 
grades 7 through 10 at the Lake Champlain Waldorf School. 
After graduating from Rudolf Steiner College in 1982, she  
began her Waldorf teaching career in the kindergarten. After 
six years with young children, she became the pioneering 
class teacher at LCWS. She was a class teacher for twenty-
one years before her new role supporting the upper grades. 
She serves on the leadership council for AWSNA representing 
the Northeast/Quebec region. Her current interests include 
adolescent education as well as the changing role of the  
College of Teachers in our schools.
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F1 Middle School Geometry in Movement and Thought 
This workshop will be co-led by a eurythmist and a math-
ematics teacher who have worked closely as colleagues and 
co-teachers. We will explore geometrical topics from the 
6th and 7th grade curriculum through eurythmy, compass 
and straightedge construction, and algebra. We will consider 
these grades both as a pinnacle of the rigor and complexity of 
children’s work in the lower grades and in light of the adoles-
cent’s newly emerging capacities.

Rachel Andrews – Rachel has taught eurythmy in the grades 
and high school since graduating from Eurythmy Spring Valley  
in 2001.

Marisha Plotnik – Marisha has taught physics and mathematics 
at the Rudolf Steiner School of New York City since 1995. A 
graduate of the Toronto Waldorf School, she holds a certificate 
in Waldorf high school mathematics teaching from the Center 
for Anthroposophy, along with degrees in physics (B.Sc.),  
education (B.Ed.), and private-school leadership (M.A.).

F2 Administering an Early Childhood through Grade 12 
Waldorf School: The 12 Important “A” Words Through 
poetry, song, and dance, we will journey through the 12 A’s of 
administrative leadership in Waldorf schools. Expect to have 
fun, share the peaks and valleys of the year, reflect and envi-
sion, and learn from each other, all at the same time. After all, 
multitasking is what we’re good at! The twelve A’s are Antici-
pate, Assess, Authorize, Advise, Account, Apologize, Amend, 
Adapt, Advocate, Assert, Amuse, and Alleluia. This workshop 
will be led by Waldorf school administrators Barbara Booth and  
Connie Starzynski.

Barbara Booth – Barbara helped champion and coordinate 
the expansion of the Santa Fe Waldorf School to include a 
high school. In 2007, she became the school’s preschool-12th 
administrator. Before working in Waldorf Education, her work 
was in agriculture and secondary education in West Africa,  
the Caribbean, and the United States. Barbara especially  
enjoys teaching high school students about geography,  
farming, and forestry.

Connie Starzynski – Connie has served Waldorf Education 
as a teacher, parent, administrative staff person, and board 
member since 1976. After pioneering and working closely 
with colleagues to develop and expand the Chicago Waldorf 

School, she moved to Honolulu where she is the administra-
tive director of their Waldorf school. Connie has also worked 
with AWSNA since 1989 and is currently chair of the summer 
conference committee.

F3 Professional Review and Evaluation for Early Child-
hood This group will use the guide Professional Review and 
Evaluation in Waldorf Early Childhood Education in considering 
essentials for developing and implementing a regular review 
process for use in early-childhood centers, schools, and home 
programs. We will consider how professional review supports 
the educator’s ongoing self-development and continuing  
education, in addition to considering varying scenarios  
and outcomes.

Andrea Gambardella – Andrea is the membership coordinator 
for WECAN (Waldorf Early Childhood Association). She is also 
currently teaching parent-child classes and mentoring early-
childhood educators. Her home is on Long Island.

F4 Recreating the Gestures of Embryology through Clay 
Modeling (Grades 4-12) Through conversation, brief presen-
tations, and sculptural exercises in clay modeling we will explore 
the formative forces that give rise to the human embryo  
and fetus. 

Douglas Gerwin, Ph.D. – Douglas is the director of the 
Center for Anthroposophy, and chair of its Waldorf High School 
Teacher Education Program, and is co-director of the Research 
Institute for Waldorf Education. Himself a Waldorf graduate, 
Dr. Gerwin has taught for thirty years at university and high-
school levels in subjects ranging from biology and history 
to German and music. At present he is preparing a Waldorf 
source book on sexuality for teachers in grades 4-12.

Frances Vig – Frances is a high school arts teacher and 
class advisor at the Chicago Waldorf School and a core group  
member of Arcturus Teacher Education Program. Frances  
has taken two classes through grades 1-8 as a class teacher 
and has been a subject teacher for grades 5-8 teaching  
modeling, painting, and drawing.

F5 A Mission of Waldorf Education: Freeing the Cultural 
Life – What It Means for Advocacy and Economics This 
focus group will take up issues around independence in  
education, and charter school issues and impact. We will use 
Gary Lamb’s research, “Waldorf Perspectives on Independ-
ence in Education and School Choice Legislation.” The third 
day will involve a discussion on the “Price of Independence.” 
We will use presentation, small group discussion, role plays 
on individual messaging and advocacy, materials from the  
Council for Private School Accreditation (CAPE), and our  
advocacy organization in Washington, DC.

Chaddie Hughes – Chaddie Hughes has devoted 25 years 
to Waldorf Education as a parent, a remedial reading teacher, 
board member, and agent for development work. She is  
currently on the board of the Waldorf School of Baltimore  
and of AWSNA, and she serves on AWSNA’s development 
committee. She is an animal and people whisperer, a  
landscape communicator, ecologist, and healer.

Patrice Maynard – Patrice Maynard is the leader for outreach 
and development for the Association of Waldorf Schools of 
North America. She was a class teacher and music teacher  
at the Hawthorne Valley School for thirteen years.

Gary Lamb – Gary Lamb is an experienced journeyman in 
Rudolf Steiner’s threefold ideals and a high school teacher of 
economics in the Waldorf curriculum. He has been involved in 
alternative ideas for funding independent Waldorf Education, 
and was a co-editor of The Threefold Review.  

F6 Successful Governance: Taking Lessons from Schools 
That Work Life in a Waldorf school is vibrant and alive – and 
as human beings we hunger to be part of that dynamic vitality. 
But without a shared imagination to harness and direct this 
energy, board members, parent volunteers, faculty members, 
and administrative staff run the danger of working at cross 
purposes, consuming scarce resources needlessly and 
frustrating the very people working the hardest to see the 
school succeed in its mission of educating today’s youth for 
tomorrow’s world. Workshop participants will learn what the 
successfully governed Waldorf schools in North America have 
successfully put into practice in their communities, and how 
each of these schools has built a unique environment that 
celebrates individual initiative while embracing the disciplines 
necessary for success. The workshop will explore the social 

and antisocial forces at work in our time, the social mission  
of Waldorf schools, and draw inspiration from Rudolf Steiner’s 
insights into the threefold nature of our social order and his 
expectations for school governance. Come explore with us 
the ways in which these insights can be put to use success-
fully in your own school!

Lynn Kern – Lynn is an experienced professional with thirty 
years experience in the management and administration of 
educational and financial service operations. Starting as a parent 
at Highland Hall Waldorf School, Lynn served as member of 
the board for eleven years, was the school’s administrator for 
a decade, and was on the college of teachers for nine years. 
She has been a member and past president of the AWSNA 
board since 2002 and was a founding member of the develop-
ment and administrative network of AWSNA. Lynn currently 
serves as the project manager for the Effective Practices 
research project for AWSNA.

F7 Science Curriculum through Observation and the 
Arts Through lecture, observation, hands-on experience, and 
conversation, participants will address the question: What 
are practical ways to bring the phenomenological approach to 
hands-on activities? Through sculpture and painting we will 
explore aspects of the physiology, astronomy, and meteorol-
ogy blocks.

Gloria Susanna Leon – Gloria is a second-grade teacher at 
the Washington Waldorf School. She is in her tenth year as a 
Waldorf teacher and in her second round of class teaching.

F8 Middle-School Chemistry This will be a hands-on work-
shop exploring an array of demonstrations and experiments 
in the 7th and 8th grade curriculum. We will discover how a 
rigorous training of the senses can lead to a right relationship 
with the world and ultimately oneself.

Jim McClurkin – Jim has been a class teacher for more than 
two decades, 15 of those years with middle school students. 
He joined the Waldorf School of Atlanta in 1999, and has 
graduated three classes from the school. He is currently the 
fifth-grade teacher.
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F9 Technology and the Middle School Student In this 
workshop the following topics will be covered: the effect of 
technology on social conflict; guiding parents and students in 
their use of technology; what current brain research tells us 
about the effects of brain and social development; the rela-
tionship between anthroposophy and technology for the  
middle school student and the forms of technology that can 
and should be used in the classroom. We will discuss cell 
phones, social networking sites, the Internet, general computer 
use, and computer gaming.

Ed Meade – Ed is a class teacher at the Waldorf School 
of Baltimore and chair of the middle-school. He has been  
a Waldorf teacher for 17 years and is graduating his second 
class. Ed received his training at Rudolf Steiner Centre in 
Toronto, Canada. 

F10 From Form Drawing to Projective Geometry We will 
explore how the movement found in 4th grade form drawing 
transforms into the geometry of the 5th and 6th grades as  
a prelude to its culmination as projective geometry in the  
high school.

Ihor Radysh – Ihor has taught for thirty years at the Rudolf 
Steiner School of New York City. As a high school teacher for  
eighteen years, he taught eurythmy, projective geometry,  
and other subjects. In his 12 years as a lower school teacher 
(nine as a class teacher), he taught eurythmy, calligraphy, 
woodwooking, and other subjects. 

F11 Becoming Global Citizens: How to Work with Middle 
School and High School Students This discussion group/
workshop will focus on how to work with adolescents to fulfill 
our Michaelic goal of preparing Waldorf students to become 
“global citizens.” We will share ideas and concrete experiences 
about courses, activities, and extracurricular offerings that have 
worked effectively to build the attitude and identity of students 
as members of a global community with a responsibility to 
the world. We will share our successes and experiences with 
each other, network about resources, and strategize for the 
future about how to promote the qualities of global citizenship. 
Some possible areas of sharing will include course work 
around globalization, service-learning opportunities, and 
groups such as Peace Jam that are dedicated to this mission.

Thom Schaefer – Thom teaches history, English, and drama 
in the high school at Shining Mountain Waldorf School, and 
formerly served as the pedagogical dean of faculty (K-12). 
Thom, a former public school principal, was a class teacher for 
fifteen years in California and New York. He has worked exten-
sively as a teacher trainer and adult educator. He has taught 
high school in public school as well as in Waldorf settings. 
Thom completed the Spacial Dynamics training with Jaimen 
McMillan. For the past decade they have been involved in 
international peace projects (OlymPeace, AllinPeace, Handsin-
Peace) in Greece, the Middle East, Ecuador, and China, that 
use movement, art, and nonviolent communication to go 
beyond flags and break down stereotypes. The research from 
these projects (Thom’s master’s thesis) demonstrates how 
movement, art, and games can overcome stereotyping and 
prejudice.

F12 Educational Support in the Classroom This hands-on 
workshop will provide insights into working with students 
who may need additional support in the classroom. Strategies 
and accommodations will be shared, including ideas on  
morning circle and seatwork.

Michelle Cumming was born in Beaver Run, Pennsylvania 
and attended Waldorf schools in both Toronto and Denver. 
Michelle worked professionally in both film and theatre for 
several years before being called to the teaching profession. 
She received her master’s in education support at Sunbridge 
College, and taught as a class teacher for five years. Michelle 
has worked with several Waldorf schools, providing student 
assessment and establishing student support guidelines and 
programs. She has been the student support specialist at the 
Waldorf School of Atlanta for the last three years. In addition, 
Michelle has participated in clinical observations at Miami’s 
Children’s Hospital and the Children’s Therapy Place, as well  
as having given several workshops on child development.

Focus Groups
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F13 Afternoon Kindergarten and the Power of Naps 
Participants may currently be involved in an afternoon program 
or anticipating starting a program in the future. We will share 
ideas about rhythm in the afternoon, care of the caregiver,  
administrative details, and healthy interactions with colleagues.

Sondi Eugene is an early-childhood teacher at the Waldorf 
School of Atlanta. She did her early-childhood training at 
Sunbridge College and has also completed her training with 
Lifeways of North America. Sondi founded the afternoon 
kindergarten at her school and continues to work as the lead 
teacher in the program.

Jolie Luba – Originally from Brazil, Jolie moved to Atlanta in 
2006 and helped to found the afternoon kindergarten at the 
Waldorf School of Atlanta. She holds a B.S. in psychology  
and completed her early-childhood training in Brazil. She is  
currently a lead teacher in the preschool/kindergarten program 
at the Waldorf School of Atlanta.

F14 From Study to Meditation – The Pathway to Creative 
Teaching When Rudolf Steiner told the teachers that the 
faculty/college meeting would function like a heart for the 
school, he expected that study would be its main focus. 
This study would include a deep observation of children, of 
anthroposophically-inspired pedagogy, and of the curriculum. 
Underlying such study was the understanding that each 
teacher would enhance, deepen, and enliven the knowledge 
gained through meditative work. This workshop will give us 
the chance to explore and practice this advice as we strive to 
become better teachers.

James Pewtherer is the chairman of the Pedagogical Section 
Council of North America. He is also a member of the Hague 
Circle, an international collegium for Waldorf Education. He 
has been a teacher for 35 years, working in both the elemen-
tary and high schools. His work has led him to study and work 
with Rudolf Steiner’s ideas with colleagues on the deepening 
of Waldorf Education for many years.

A1 Felted Vessels, the Inner and Outer Life Participants 
will work with a theme of their choice such as: Growth, Peace, 
Change, Parenthood, or Teaching. You will find an artistic 
expression that can reflect both the inner and outer qualities 
of that theme. Vessels will be felted on a ball and will reflect 
those artistic expressions, both inner and outer. Participants 
should feel free to bring whatever decorations they want, 
such as beads, feathers, or shells. Please bring three pairs of 
panty hose (need not be new) to hold the fleece in play when 
felting. All other materials will be supplied.

Barbara Buchman with Lisa Roggow (assisting) – Barbara 
has been a handwork teacher at the Washington Waldorf 
School for over twenty years. She has a certificate in applied 
arts from Sunbridge College and a certificate from the Nova 
Institute in Waldorf teacher training. She taught teacher educa-
tion at the Nova Institute and will be teaching in the foundation 
studies program offered by the Center for Anthroposophy in 
the spring. She has two adult sons who have graduated from 
the Washington Waldorf School and in her spare time works at 
a glass-art gallery called Arts Afire in Alexandria, Virginia. Lisa 
Roggow is the handwork teacher at the Waldorf School  
of Atlanta.

A2 Eurythmy The participants will explore eurythmy through 
the eyes and hearts of developing students and how the  
curriculum meets their developmental stages.

Corinna Clark – Corinna has been teaching eurythmy since 
1995 to all grades. Corinna is a Waldorf graduate and received 
her eurythmy training from Stuttgart Eurythmeum in 1990. 
She has been teaching at the Washington Waldorf School 
since 1995 and has experience throughout the grades.

A3 Creating a Recorder Ensemble The workshop will 
focus on creating a viable recorder ensemble – a group of 
four to eight persons making music using the various record-
ers: soprano, alto, tenor, and bass. Among the topics to be 
covered include recorder technique, where and how to buy 
good recorders, the recorder repertoire, practice and rehearsal 
procedures, directing an ensemble, and performance consid-
erations. The workshop will prepare participants to form and 
direct an ensemble. The workshop will be mostly active/par-
ticipatory (playing music in ensemble) but will also have some 
lecture and discussion. Participants should be able to play the 
recorder capably and should bring whatever recorders they 

own. Bass and tenor recorders would be especially appreci-
ated.

Ronald Koetzsch – Ronald Koetzsch, Ph.D., teaches recorder 
at Rudolf Steiner College and has directed the RSC recorder 
ensemble for the past eight years. He is a former president 
of the Sacramento Recorder Society and also is editor of 
Renewal: A Journal for Waldorf Education.

A4 Bringing the Humanities to Life This will be a lecture, 
conversation, and workshop exploring how drama and im-
provisational techniques can enhance students’ overall experi-
ence, understanding, and participation in selected areas of the 
humanities curriculum. Various times in history will be dis-
cussed and ideas and strategies demonstrated for involving the 
students in role-playing, writing, and group conflict resolution.

Dena Malon – Dena was a class teacher at the Waldorf 
School of Atlanta for ten years, taking a class from grades 1-8 
and then beginning with a class for two years before returning 
to New York and beginning a new cycle with a class, presently 
the third grade at the Rudolf Steiner School of New York City. 
Prior to becoming a Waldorf teacher she was an actress,  
and the artistic director of CREATE, an educational theatre 
company in Atlanta, for fifteen years.

A5 Argentinean Tango, Milonguero Style Tango is an 
encounter with our feelings, intentions, and motivations. In  
this workshop, participants will work on the basic skills of  
walking, guiding, following, choreographing, and exploring  
musicality through movement.

Francisco Moreno – Francisco was born in Colombia and 
moved to the U.S. as a child. He grew up in New York City and 
attended the Columbus College of Art and Design in Ohio and 
the Atlanta College of Art. He was one of the founding parents 
at the Waldorf School of Atlanta. In 1996, he became the first 
woodworking teacher at WSA, later joining the faculty full-time 
in 2000, when he became the games teacher. He teaches 
games in the grade school and woodworking in grades 5-8. 
Francisco completed the Spacial Dynamics program at  
Sunbridge College in 2006.

A6 The Natural Bridge – K-12 Outdoor Education This 
workshop will include a lecture and presentation on creating 
an outdoor-skills curriculum. There will be hands-on activity 
after the presentation.

Daphne Osell – Daphne is the 7th grade teacher at the 
Waldorf School of Atlanta. She is an avid backpacker and is 
currently helping develop outdoor education benchmarks for 
her school.

Tara Wyman – Tara teaches chemistry, physics, and math at 
Academe of the Oaks. She leads and co-leads pedagogical 
outdoor trips for grades 9-12.

A7 The Geometry of Life: From the Secular to the 
Sacred as Seen through Nature, Art, and Architecture in 
the Waldorf Curriculum This dynamic workshop will take you 
on a geometric and aesthetic journey through the eternal truths 
of nature, art, and architecture. We will immerse ourselves in 
the secular and sacred value systems of humanity. We will 
engage in hands-on geometric constructions and create our 
own impressions of great art and architecture. The class will 
culminate with the design of your own soul-satisfying space 
using sacred geometry.

M.J. Smith – M.J. teaches English, history, art history, drama 
and is the athletic director at Academe of the Oaks, where 
she was a founding teacher. She received her bachelor’s and 
master’s degrees in architecture, planning, and preservation 
from Columbia University. She has worked as an architect, 
licensed social worker, counselor, and athletic coach.

Sharon Annan – Sharon teachers algebra, geometry, calculus 
and trigonometry at Academe of the Oaks. She has worked 
as a statistician, and has taught at the high school and college 
levels. Sharon has a Bachelor of Science degree from the Uni-
versity of Florida and a Master of Mathematics from Georgia 
State University.

A8 Introduction to Beekeeping: The Wonder of Honeybees 
With hands-on activities and a presentation, you will learn 
about the honeybee, suit up and look in the hives. Explore the 
wonder of the honeybees and the benefits they bring. This 
workshop will offer ideas that will help in your nature stories, 
botany blocks, and community service for older students, as 
well as providing new knowledge and experience of these 
essential pollinators.

Annie Sommerville-Hall – Annie has been teaching kinder-
garten at the Waldorf School of Atlanta for seventeen years, 
and was one of the founding parents of the school. Born in 
White Plains, NY and raised in Atlanta, GA, she attended 
Georgia State University and the Southeastern Center for the 
Arts. Annie has taught many subjects, including swimming, 
art, barn management, horseback riding, and beekeeping.

A9 Image, Form, and Color in Hand-Drawn Maps 
Beginning with a loose grain, such as rice, to establish a  
feeling for land mass, we will learn to transfer and enlarge 
maps on paper. We will draw topographical forms and add 
color, image, and detail to enliven the surface and reinforce 
understanding. 

Carol Steil – Carol has been a class teacher for thirty-two 
years at the Waldorf School of Baltimore. She is currently a 
first-grade teacher in her fifth cycle of classes.

A10 Reconnecting through Clay – 7th, 9th, 11th Graders 
In three working sessions, we will move and model clay as a 
medium to meet the etheric, astral, and ego presence within 
the adolescent. The focus will be on the 7th, 9th, and 11th 
grade being.

Marina McGrew Winkelman – Marina practices her art in 
pottery, clay modeling, stone carving, drawing, and painting. 
She currently teaches grades 7-12 at the Rudolf Steiner School 
of New York City and assists with lower school handwork.

A11 The Mystery of Tone and the Waldorf Music 
Curriculum The first part of each workshop will be an 
introduction to vocal training developed by Valborg Werbeck-
Svardstrom, a Swedish opera singer who worked in depth 
with Rudolf Steiner. You will be learning a variety of exercises 
to deepen your breath, free your voice, and connect with the 
spiritual element of tone. Some of our exercises will be ones 
that you can bring imaginatively to your classes in order to 
improve their singing and their ability to listen to each other. 
In the second part of each workshop we will be exploring the 
Waldorf music curriculum and the different qualities of music 
that are appropriate for each age in light of Steiner’s indica-
tions about music. We will also be singing songs that you can 
bring back to your classes.
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Eleanor Winship – Eleanor is the director of the music 
program at the Waldorf School of Atlanta, is a graduate of the 
Garden City Waldorf School, the Juilliard Preparatory Division, 
and Oberlin Conservatory. She studied Werbeck singing 
extensively in Germany with Jurgen Schriefer. Eleanor has 
mentored and given numerous workshops in North America 
and Australia, as well as courses at Rudolf Steiner College, 
Sunbridge College, Rudolf Steiner Institute, and the Antioch 
New England’s Waldorf Teacher Education program.

A12 Poetry for Wish, Wonder, Surprise (grade 7) and 
Poetry Ballads (grades 6-8) as Pedagogical Tools: What, 
why, how: some inroads for the daily speech practice in the 
upper grades.

Helen Lubin, M.A., works with teachers, classes, individual 
students, staff, and parents in North American Waldorf 
schools, as well as with Waldorf teacher-education programs 
and in private, therapeutic/coaching practice. She is the 
founder/coordinator of Speech and Drama in Waldorf Schools 
in North America, now entering its 17th year.

A13 Speech – Primary Tool of and for the Teacher Not only 
is creative speech our primary tool as Waldorf teachers, but it 
can also be one of our best sources of energy and strength. 
Rediscover the power of the exercises Rudolf Steiner gave 
to the teachers, and feast on a few poems to feed your soul. 
Some time will be available for work on the group’s questions 
and concerns related to speech.

Katherine Thivierge completed her training in speech forma-
tion at the Speech School in England (now the Artemis School 
of Speech and Drama) and holds a graduate diploma in anthro-
posophical therapeutic speech. She is presently the adminis-
trator of the Oakland Steiner School (Michigan) and teaches 
creative speech to Waldorf teachers, students, teacher trainees, 
and other lovers of the spoken word.
